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DANGER! Chlorine is a hazardous chemical that can cause severe injury or death if released to the atmosphere. To avoid injury when working with chlorine be sure to follow safety rules and regulations.
PROTECT YOURSELF
In the event of a chlorine gas leak or related emergency, take steps to protect yourself and others. Evacuate the chlorine room immediately and notify the responsible individual(s) on the call list below. 
FOLLOW EMERGENCY RESPONSE PLAN
In the event of a chlorine leak or associated emergency, follow procedures outlined in the emergency response plan regarding specific steps to secure, control, and alleviate problem in a safe and secure manner. (Response plan to be established by system owner/operator in consultation with O,H&S)
