Prospectors and Others Supported by the Matty Mitchell
Prospectors Resource Room in 2014

In 2014, the MMR provided mentoring, technical support and promotional
assistance to more than 123 individual prospectors, from all parts of
Newfoundland and Labrador who made over 636 requests either through personal
visits, email enquiries or telephone calls (Appendix 1). These services are freely
provided to clients. Many visitors browsed our sample collection housed in the
Resource Room and the Matty Mitchell Sample Library. Information services were
also provided, gratis, to the public and to representatives of local and national
exploration companies.

The MMR helped prospectors with sample and mineral identification, data
interpretation and presentation, selection and refinement of target areas,
generation and further advancement of new prospects, and re-interpretation of
existing prospects. We help prospectors compile information packages, which are
then circulated at mining and exploration conferences in Vancouver (Roundup),
Toronto (PDAC) and St. John’s (Mineral Resources Review). These information
packages are distributed by the MMR and the prospectors to interested
companies as follow-up throughout the year. These efforts helped prospectors
attract new mineral exploration to the Province in 2014.

The MMR also had several visitors from out-of-province who were interested in
geo-tourism or in casual prospecting and rock-hounding. Appendix 1 lists
individuals who were directly assisted during this time; many visited or
requested assistance on multiple occasions:
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Junior exploration companies active in the province were assisted in a more
indirect way through the MMR promotional activities across Canada during 2014.

PROSPECTOR SUPPORT: MINERAL INDUSTRY TRADE SHOWS AND

In 2014, the MMR continued its major role of providing logistical support for
prospectors attending local and national, mineral exploration and mining
conferences and trade shows.

The Resource Room worked in conjunction with Mining Industry NL and the
Geological Survey and Mineral Development divisions of the Mines Branch at
these meetings, focusing on individual prospect promotion and promotion of the
province in general as a region to invest in mineral exploration and development.
In the Toronto and Vancouver meetings, the MMR availed of space provided by
Mining Industry NL to display Property Posters described above.

Roundup Conference, January, 2014

Four prospectors attended the Roundup Conference, 2014, in Vancouver, B.C:

Mining Industry NL and the Department of Natural Resources. Two other
prospectors, Darrin Hicks and Lai Lai Chan were self-funded.

Mineral Resources Review is Eastern Canada's largest mineral industry conference and
trade show, attended by about 1000 delegates, trade show exhibitors and visitors.
The event showcases all aspects of the mineral exploration and mining industry in
Newfoundland and Labrador. More than 20 prospectors from the province had booth
space at the trade show; the MMR geologist prepared posters and had rock samples
cut and polished for these prospectors to promote their properties.

Other Conferences

St. John’s, MINL Resource Investors Forum, September 22" and 23", 2014

The MMR geologist attended the Resource Investors Forum held by MINL. This annual
event provides access to leading industry analysts and members of the investment
community to prospectors and mining industry execs in NL. Attendees also have the
opportunity to hear presentations on Newfoundland and Labrador projects from
mineral exploration and mining company executives.

Prospectors Option Agreements 2014

In 2014, at least 1 option agreement was finalized between prospectors and a mineral
exploration company in the province. Some of the critical contacts, which result in
successful option agreements, are typically made at meetings such as Roundup and
PDAC. Prospectors play a major role in attracting companies to the province;
companies, which, in some cases, have never worked here before. In some cases,
prospectors are the first point of contact between these new companies and the
Newfoundland and Labrador business community.

Prospectors: Commodity Markets and New Discoveries

Prospectors in Newfoundland and Labrador continue to add to the growing database
of mineral prospects in the province. Several prospectors made important new
discoveries in 2014: examples include Clyde Burt and partners, who discovered
significant, new V-Ti-Cu mineralization in gabbros near the Gander Bay Highway and
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also a new gold showing near Bellman’s Pond several km west of the Gander Bay
Highway; the Stockley brothers from Gambo have discovered new Ni-Cu-Awaurite
showings north of Square Pond.

The Annual Pre-Conference, one-day prospectors’ course was held immediately prior
to the Mineral Resources Review 2014. This year’s course entitled “Geochemistry for
Prospectors: Some Alternative Methods to Assist in_Discovery” was given by
Shawn Ryan and Derek Wilton. Yukon Prospector Shawn Ryan is credited with
discovering Dawson's White Gold District and sparking a new Yukon gold rush, the
biggest since gold was discovered in the Klondike Gold Rush of the late 1800s. Shawn
is also stimulating the industry with new methods for mineral exploration, including
the use of drones. Derek Wilton is a professor at Memorial University where he
teaches Economic Geology. The MMR geologist helped to organize this one-day course.
